Forming adjectives
Typical adjective suffixes

Adjectives describe people, places, things, ideas, etc.  They have only one form in all genders, singular and plural, and can be placed before nouns or after verbs such as, appear, keep, make, feel, sound, smell, look, taste, etc.

eg.  He is a nice person.				It tastes awful.
       She is a hard working student.		Keep awake please.

Most common adjectives (big, short, fat, heavy, etc) do not have a particular ending. However, there are certain common endings for adjectives which are formed from nouns and verbs. Typical adjective endings(suffixes)
include:
