The course "Society, Man and Environment" (Theory) aims at a holistic multidisciplinary approach
and overview of anthropogenic environmental problems, the social dimension and ecological
awareness, environmental values and prospects, with the ultimate goal of a harmonious relationship
between man, society and the environment.

The course introduces students to a global vision of environmental ethics and awareness in relation
to the technological development and progress and the resulting environmental problems and
impacts. Beyond the techno-economic aspects of the environmental problems, social aspects are
strongly empasized, to deal with the environmental issues from a social policy and social
anthropology perspective. Furthermore, specific reference is made to the eco-consciousness and the
potential role of citizens and governments towards understanding and solving environmental
problems.

Upon successful completion of the course, the student will be encouraged in a wider search,




reflection, study and deepening in these issues.
